During the mobility period, I have acquired a great deal of knowledge, which is primarly related 

to the natural state of waters, water needs and posibilities of water use, as well as predicting the 

object to be built, which must be addopted to the laws od water movement.  
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Hydrotechnics, broadly speaking, encompasses everything that is studied, designed, built and 

used, for water i.e. beacause of water. Construction engeneers scpecializing in hydraulics 

should look at what conditions it is possible to build, with what invesments and what is to be 

gained. 

Inaddition to active research in practice, I took the exams and did various presentations as well 

as project assignments.
